Grace at the Center. THE CHRISTIAN FAITH teaches that God wants to save us
when we are at our worst. God loves us still. God is not ignorant of our sin; God sees it
more devastatingly than we do. But God loves each one of us and sees someone whom
God wants to redeem and make new. Think back to the words that Paul heard from Jesus:
“My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.”

It is essential to keep grace at the center of the conversation when we talk about growth
in the Christian life. We must remember that grace is the major power source that gives
energy to all of our efforts to grow in our faith.
