
32 Now Peter and those who were with him
were heavy with sleep, but when they became
fully awake they saw his glory and the two men
who stood with him. 33 And as the men were
parting from him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master,
it is good that we are here. Let us make three
tents, one for you and one for Moses and one
for Elijah”—not knowing what he said. 34 As he
was saying these things, a cloud came and
overshadowed them, and they were afraid as
they entered the cloud. 35 And a voice came
out of the cloud, saying, “This is my Son, my
Chosen One; listen to him!”
Luke 9:32-35 ESV

This is My Son, My Chosen One; listen to him!
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At some moments we experience complete
unity within us and around us. This may
happen when we stand on a mountaintop and
are captivated by the view. It may happen
when we witness the birth of a child or the
death of a friend. It may happen when we
have an intimate conversation or a family
meal. It may happen in church during a
service or in a quiet room during prayer. But
whenever and however it happens we say to
ourselves: “This is it … everything fits … all I
ever hoped for is here.”
This is the experience that Peter, James, and
John had on the top of Mount Tabor when
they saw the aspect of Jesus’ face change and
his clothing become sparkling white. They
wanted that moment to last forever (see Luke
9:28-36). This is the experience of the
fullness of time. These moments are given to
us so that we can remember them when God
seems far away and everything appears
empty and useless. These experiences are
true moments of grace.
